On August 1-6, 2011, the First Russian-American Child Welfare Forum (RAF) was held on Lake Baikal in the Repub-

lic of Buryatia in the Russian Federation. The Forum was conceived and coordinated by representatives of Russian and
American NGOs specializing in the field of child protection, who were members of the Child Protection Subgroup of the
Civil Society Working Group of the Obama-Medvedev Bilateral Presidential Commission. Approximately 200 participants
attended the Lake Baikal Forum, providing unprecedented opportunities to share knowledge and experience and to develop

collaborative relationships between Russian and American child protection leaders.

This year’s Forum is being held at the 20th Annual Colloquium of the American Professional Society on the Abuse of Chil-
dren (APSAC), which greatly expands the educational opportunities available to Forum participants. APSAC is one of the
most influential multidisciplinary advocacy and training organizations in the field of child maltreatment in North America.
In addition to the two full days designated for the Forum, participants will be able to participate in two days of workshops
and other events at the APSAC Colloquium.

The topics selected for the Forum span the continuum of child protection issues, and include child protection law and
public policy; prevention of child maltreatment and child placement; supporting and sustaining families; child pornography,
trafficking, and other crimes against children; the role of the Internet and mass media in raising awareness and combating
crime; empirically supported and innovative service programs to help maltreated children and their families; child advo-
cacy; identifying and responding to child trauma; assessing risk and ensuring children’s safety; permanency planning; and
the development of a well trained, professional work force. The workshops will combine presentations with facilitated

discussion to promote joint dialogue and problem solving by participants and presenters.

Two plenary sessions and 11 workshops at the APSAC Colloquium have been selected for simultaneous translation into
Russian. These workshops inject a multidisciplinary focus into the dialogue by offering in-depth information about various
aspects of child maltreatment identification and intervention in law, medicine, law enforcement, social work, psychology,

and mental health.

Ultimately, the goal of the Forum is to build lasting partnerships between Russian and American child protection lead-

ers and specialists as we move forward to address the pressing needs of maltreated and vulnerable children in both of our
countries. The challenges are sometimes overwhelming, and the resources to address them are limited, but we can greatly
improve outcomes for children and their families by sharing our knowledge, insights, technologies, and interventions. The
Russian-American Forum provides an opportunity for us to collaborate over time, distance, and cultures to make the world
a safer, healthier, and more supportive place for our children. We are happy you have joined us, and invite all of you to

participate actively and openly in helping achieve our joint mission.

Institute for Human Services

The Institute for Human Services was founded in 1977 with a mission of strengthening the capacity of profes-
sionals and organizations that serve abused, neglected, and dependent children. For 35 years, IHS has worked
throughout North America and in Eastern Europe to promote change in large child protection service systems
through training, consultation, program evaluation, and strategic planning. HIS has developed standards

to guide direct practice, and competencies to guide the assessment of training needs, and the development

of training to meet those needs. IHS had helped implement competency-based inservice training systems

for state, provincial, and national child welfare organizations, and our staff have written and disseminated

a library of training curricula, resource textbooks, and policy white papers to organizations serving abused
and neglected children. Many IHS resources, including our four-volume textbook, the Field Guide to Child
Welfare, have been translated into French and Russian for worldwide use. Through our partnership with the
National Foundation for the Prevention of Cruelty to Children (NFPCC) in Moscow, these resources have
been made available to child welfare professionals throughout the Russian Federation, including those attend-
ing the Second Russian-American Child Welfare Forum.

Throughout its 35-year history, IHS has worked with government entities and child welfare organizations in
the state of Ohio to shape and strengthen child welfare practice. Through the generosity of Ohio’s citizenry
and public governmental institutions, the resources and products developed in Ohio have been widely shared
with child protection professionals in other states, provinces, and nations. The “Ohio Model” of child welfare
practice and training has been replicated throughout North America and has provided a template for child
welfare reform in Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Kyrgyzstan, and other nations. Ohio has hosted study tours for
child welfare managers, practitioners, and trainers from many Eastern European nations, including two study
tours for Russian child protection professionals during 2012. IHS offers special thanks to the Governor of
Ohio, the Ohio Department of Job and Family Services, the Mayor and City Council of the city of Columbus,
and the Public Children Services Association of Ohio for their ongoing support of our work with colleageus in
Russia and in other nations to improve the lives of abused and neglected children throughout the world.

Children Rights Commissioner for the President of the Russian Federation

One of the main objectives of the Children Rights Commissioner for the President of the Russian Federation

is to guarantee child protection and restore the violated rights of children. Thus, the Ombudsman for Children

is granted a number of rights including the right to request and receive data and materials from governmental
bodies, visit the headquarters of federal administrative bodies, audit (by himself or jointly with the authorized
bodies) the work of executive authorities and officials, submit recommendations regarding possible and neces-
sary actions to restore the violated rights and interests of the child to the federal executive bodies. The Children
Rights Commissioner for the President of the Russian Federation supports the activities of the Ombudsmen for
Children Association in federal subjects of the Russian Federation. In December, 2009, the President of Russia,
Dmitry Medvedev, appointed Pavel Astakhov as the Children Rights Commissioner for the President of the Rus-
sian Federation.
